Please  ensure  that  all  items  are  marked  with  your  name  and  initials
The words essential and waterproof mean just that!  If you're buying new boots, please break them in as soon as possible.  Please ask the Leaders for advice on items of kit.

* Trousers should not be jeans, as they are not suitable for hiking.  Shell suits or similar fabrics are not allowed on camp, due to the fire hazard.
Kit (except sleeping bag, etc) should be securely packed in a kitbag, rucsac or flexible case.  Items hanging on the outside will get lost!  

Your sleeping bag, karrimat and blanket should be rolled up and tied, then put in a plastic bin bag and tied again as small as possible, the use of stuff sacks is recommended.  Label the outside of the bag.  Bring a spare plastic bag for the return trip.

Scouts please wear full Uniform to and from camp.  Hand luggage should include waterproofs, packed lunch and snacks (no glass bottles)
